Love for One Another

“Owe no one anything, except to love one another; for the one
who loves another has fulfilled the law... and any other
commandment, are summed up in this word, ‘Love your

neighbour as yourself.” Love does no wrong to a neighbour;
therefore, love is the fulfilling of the law.” — Romans 13:8-10

The Season of Trinity celebrates the Christian doctrine
of the Holy Trinity; the Father, the Son, and the Holy
Spirit. We give thanks for what the Father, Son and Holy
Spirit have done in creating and accomplishing salvation
for humanity and the whole creation.

The Trinity expresses the way we relate to, experience
and worship God; we remember the Father as our
Creator, the Son as our Saviour, and the Holy Spirit as
our Comforter and strength. Celebrating Trinity Sunday
after Pentecost also allows the Church to further reflect
on the mystery of God after receiving the gift of the Holy
Spirit.

Gospel Reading — Matthew 18.15-20

‘If another member of the church sins against you, go and point out the fault when the
two of you are alone. If the member listens to you, you have regained that one. But if
you are not listened to, take one or two others along with you, so that every word may
be confirmed by the evidence of two or three witnesses. If the member refuses to
listen to them, tell it to the church; and if the offender refuses to listen even to the
church, let such a one be to you as a Gentile and a tax-collector. Truly | tell you,
whatever you bind on earth will be bound in heaven, and whatever you loose on earth
will be loosed in heaven. Again, truly | tell you, if two of you agree on earth about
anything you ask, it will be done for you by my Father in heaven. For where two or
three are gathered in my name, | am there among them.’
